· EX: Rudy was a happy fish. The lake he called home, a sizeable inland body of water, was just big enough for him. 
EX: Jonas was a seabird who loved the seacoast. To him, that land lying next to the sea was paradise.

· Please highlight or underline each term, like in the examples above. 
· You will create your own character and story. 
· You will illustrate and color a book that corresponds with your story. All 15 of your landforms should be depicted in your story. Be sure to include a cover page!
· You have one class period to complete the assignment.

The easiest way to complete this assignment is to write the story first, and then go back and insert each definition. The story does not have to be long. In fact, it can be only 15 sentences, depending on what vision you have for your book.
